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e The industry’s performance on time to supply
data to the MID reached record levels in
early 2009.

e The police use the database every day to detect
uninsured vehicles and more than 34 million
roadside checks were made in 2008 resulting in
185,000 uninsured vehicles being seized.

e More than 1 million people tax their vehicles
online every month using the DVLA’s electronic
vehicle licensing system which automatically
checks the MID for evidence of insurance.
